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Aim and Scope in Education
for the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences

The United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences (UGSAS), Tottori University was founded
in 1989 as an independent three-year Doctoral Course at Tottori University. The participating
universities are the graduate schools (Master's Course) of three universities, Tottori, Shimane and
Yamaguchi, in the Chugoku district of Japan.

UGSAS aims to turn out educators, researchers and technical experts, who have the ability to find
assignments, scholarly acquaintances and professional skills about agricultural sciences and the
related field. UGSAS accepts not only admissions of graduate students and qualified researchers
from private and public organizations in Japan, but also foreign students and researchers, especially
those from developing countries. In addition, UGSAS cooperates with Japan International Research
Center for Agricultural Sciences (JIRCAS) and Tottori University of Environmental Studies for
promoting education and research activities.

The Course of Bioproduction and Bioenvironmental Sciences

This course offers education and research on the basic and applied studies in productivity
improvement technology of agriculture and forestry, and biology of agro-environment: e.g.,
manufacturing techniques, physiology and ecology of an efficient production of safe food for
supporting human beings and useful biological resources, science and technology concerning
circulation and consumption of agricultural products as well as information technologies; thereby
experts and researchers in the agricultural production science, forest resources science, managerial
economics, and bio-environment science who have a greater potential research are trained in this
course.

The Course of Bioresource and Life Sciences

This course offers education and research on the basic and applied studies in life sciences and
biological resources: e.g., scientific understanding of biological aspects and functions through
biological, chemical, biochemical, physiological, molecular biological, and physicochemical
approaches, discovering and preserving various biological resources and genetic resources, and
application of those knowledge for bio-production, manufacturing and processing of chemicals;
thereby experts and researchers in the bioscience field who have a greater potential research are
trained in this course.

The Course of Global Dryland Science

This course offers education and research on the global level of basic and applied studies in arid
environs: e.g., scientific understanding of the nature and dynamics of environments on land. This
course covers crop science in an arid land, irrigation and sewage system, agricultural meteorology,
soil science and other related fields; thereby experts and researchers in dryland science who have
greater potential research are trained in this course.
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Credit System Curriculum

The United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences, Tottori University has changed its curriculum
to credit system since FY 2008, as in Faculty of Agriculture and the Graduate School of Agriculture.
Students should refer to ‘Curriculums for the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences,
Tottori University’ and complete more than 14 credits in total (required subjects: 11 credits and
elective subjects: 3 credits or more). Unlike the Faculty or Graduate School, most of the subjects are
given as seminar style (not given as weekly-scheduled lectures). The curriculum mainly consists of
‘Common Subjects’ and ‘Subjects of each course’ as is shown in ‘Curriculums for the United
Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences, Tottori University’ on page 6 and ‘Syllabus’ on page 8-
15. Addition to the subjects above, the research guidance will be provided by your major and sub
SUpervisor.
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Procedures to register the subjects

You should register the subject you will take every semester on the academic support system;
CAMPUSSQUARE during the designated period. Regarding the Advanced Seminar and Advanced
Research, you will have to register the term, date and time which you will take on the Google Forms.

Some subjects require the permission of your supervisor. Please check the contents of the course
outline and consult with your major supervisor before planning to take the subjects each semester.

*Students must take either Comprehensive Agricultural Science (J) or Comprehensive
Agricultural Science(E).(Compulsory elective credit)

Aim and outline : Twelve faculty members from the 6 united graduate schools of agricultural sciences give
lectures on advanced agricultural sciences for the purpose of expanding the knowledge of agricultural
sciences. It is also expected that students can broaden their horizons to share the same lecture with
students of the other united graduate schools. Titles of lectures and names of lecturers are opened by
document, home pages of the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences.

Objectives - Students will be able to engage in research activities from the perspective of a wide range of
specialties.

Lecture: Twelve lectures (90 minutes each) are given by the remote lecture system. After each lecture, short
discussion is opened for students.

Grading : The contents of the reporting assignment which the lecturer presented during the lecture are
evaluated(reports for 8 lectures).

Objectives : Students will be able to engage in research activities that deepen their knowledge of
specialized fields.

Lecture: Lecture and short discussion on each topic. The detail program will be announced until early July.
You should set a 90-minute/each lecture to make a report that meets the lecture’s expectations.

Grading : The contents of the reporting assignment which the lecturer presented during the lecture are
evaluated.
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e Academic Communication of Science I

Academic advisor: Vice Dean, Professors from each course, Extramural lecturers

Academic year: 1st year

Term: The former term (middle of May)

Credit: 1 Credit(Required subject)

Aim and outline:This is a three-day subject for first-year students. Students give oral presentations and
engage in group discussions, plus attend to special lectures and special seminars. Students will develop a
broad perspective, the ability to present and communicate their research and awareness, and the ability to
express themselves through presentations and group discussions of their research plans. In addition,
students will listen to the research presentations of other students and ask and answer questions to develop
their ability to discuss with each other, improve their research methods and dissertation writing and
problem searching skills, and cultivate their creativity.

Lecture etc. : During 3-day-school, each student attends the following sessions:
@ Oral presentation on your research project [In English]
@ Group discussion among students [In English]
@ Special lectures by invited guest speakers [In English]
@ Special seminar by professors from each course [In English]
The special seminar is held as a Pre-FD (Preparing Future Faculty Program (PFFD)) for the doctoral
program. Group discussions are divided by course and by assigned university, and students exchange
opinions on themes based on the special seminar (the profession of university teaching, class design,
research management and student guidance).

Objectives - Students will be able to communicate scientifically in English.

Details: A student presents the plans of his/her study and we adopt a passive and active class form depending
on questions and answers against the student’s presentation.

Grading - We evaluate each student’s performance by his/her attendance situation, presentation and poster
contents.

Academic advisor: Vice Dean, Professors from each course, Extramural lecturers

Academic year:2nd year

Term: The latter term (middle of October)

Credit: 1 Credit(Required subject)

Aim and outline : This is a three-day subject for second-year students. Students give oral and poster
presentations, plus attend to special lectures and special seminars. Students will develop a broad
perspective, the ability to present and communicate their research and awareness, and express themselves
through presentations on the progress of their research projects. In addition, students will listen to the
research presentations of other students and ask and answer questions, thereby developing their ability to
discuss with each other, improve their research methods and dissertation writing and issue exploration
skills, and cultivate their creativity.

Lecture etc. : During 3-day-school, each student attends the following sessions:

Special lectures are on research results, intellectual property, and negotiations in the IP business. The
special seminar is held as a Pre-FD (Preparing Future Faculty Program (PFFD)) (the profession of
university teaching, class design, research management and student guidance) for the doctoral program.
Objectives :Students will be able to make scientific presentations in English.
Details : A student presents the progress of his/her study and we adopt a passive and active class form
depending on questions and answers against the student’s presentation.
Grading : We evaluate each student’s performance by his/her attendance situation, presentation and poster
contents.
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e Theory and Methods in Higher Education I

Academic advisor - Vice Dean, Extramural lecturers

Academic year: 1st year

Term: The former or latter term

Credit: 1 Credit(Elective subject)

Aim and outline:In order to become a university faculty member, not only research but also teaching
competence is emphasized. The purpose of this course is to develop the basic teaching skills of graduate
students who will be involved in university education in the future.

Lecture etc. - On-demand. Students take the course by "watching videos on manaba," "submitting
assignments for each session, etc.," and "receiving feedback from the professors. In addition, students
observe actual classes and prepare a report on their observations.

Objectives (1) Understand basic issues and ethics related to university education and apply them to
education. (2) Understand basic theories and methods of education and design classes that enable students
to learn actively. (3) Develop, implement, and evaluate simulated lessons and practice teaching.

Details : A student presents the progress of his/her study and we adopt a passive and active class form
depending on questions and answers against the student’s presentation. Classes are held in Japanese and
English.

Grading : Assignments for each session (80%: 10% x 8 sessions), class visit report (20%)

*If you complete subjects "Theory and Methods in Higher Education I (1 credit)" and "Theory and Methods
in Higher Education 11", you will receive a certificate of program completion from Tottori University.
However, the subject “Theory and Methods in Higher Education II” provided by the Center for Higher
Education Development does not earn credits.
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e Advanced Research

Academic advisor: Your major- and sub-supervisor

Academic year:the 1st and 2nd year

Term: The former or latter term

Credit:2 Credits(1 Creditx2years) (Required subject)

(More than 45 sessions/grade (15 sessions/professorx3 persons)

Aim and outline: Students can expand and specialize the knowledge on the field relating to their research
theme by discussion with professor and his advice about research can assist to complete their Ph.D
dissertation.

Objectives - Students will be able to engage in research activities that deepen their knowledge of

specialized fields.

Details: The major supervisor and the sub-supervisor will each hold their own classes. The timing and
method of implementation should be planned in consultation with the major supervisor and the sub-
supervisor.

Grading: Grades will be based on the student's understanding of specialized knowledge related to the
research topic, proficiency in specialized skills, and improvement in research execution ability.
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e Advanced Seminar

Academic advisor: Your major sub-supervisor

Academic year:throughout the course

Term: Year-round

Credit: 6 Credits(2 Creditsx3years) (Required subject)

(More than 60 sessions/grade)

Aim and outline : Professor advises research on the experiments, investigations, analysis in the major field.
Professor keeps teaching preparation of manuscripts for Ph.D dissertation.

Objectives - Students will be able to engage in research activities by clarifying their research themes.

Details: As a general rule, the course will be taught by the first sub-supervisor under the guidance of the
major supervisor. The timing of the subject and the method of implementation should be planned in
consultation with the first sub-supervisor.

Grading: Grades will be based on the level of understanding of the specialized knowledge required to
tackle the research topic and the degree of improvement in problem-solving ability.

Remarks: This subject is a major element for advising Ph.D dissertation. You should consult with your
professor from 1st year to third year. Presentations of progress report and Ph. D are conducted besides
above subject.
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eTutorial for Teaching

Academic advisor: Your major supervisor

Academic year:the 3rd year

Term: The former or latter term

Credit: 1 Credit(Elective subject)

(More than 15 sessions are required.)

Aim and outline: The aim of this tutorial is to provide you with the experience in teaching on lectures and
seminars for preparing future faculty. You can take partial charge of the lecture and seminar that your
major supervisor is in charge. Your major supervisor gives you time for preparation of your lecture
contents and thereafter for discussion on how to improve your lecture contents.

Objectives - Students will be able to provide educational guidance on practical exercises in their
specialized fields.

Grading : Grades will be based on the preparation for seminars, materials prepared, and the content of the
lecture.

Remarks: The major supervisor will be in charge of the subject. The timing and method of implementation
should be planned in consultation with the major supervisor. After the subject is completed, the student
should receive guidance on improving the content of the lecture.

Academic advisor: Your major- and sub-supervisor

Academic year:throughout all grades

Term:The former or latter term

Credit: 1 Credit(Elective subject)

(More than 45 sessions(it doesn’t mean duration of stay, but the research activity) are required.)

Aim and outline: Students can expand and specialize the knowledge on the field relating to their research
theme by making your activities abroad to obtain an international experience through the experiment and
practical training in overseas or attending the international conference or workshop etc.

Objectives :Students will be able to carry out research activities and research presentations overseas.

Details: Students must submit an "Report of Implementation Plan" and "Report of Overseas Travel" prior
to departure. Students should talk carefully about the travel expense, traveler’s insurance and risk
management during your trip(information on local situation, immunization etc.) with your major and sub
SUpervisors.

Grading : Students must submit an "Implementation Report"” upon completion. If your supervisor
accompanies you, your performance will be evaluated based on the "Implementation Report", your
attitude in the research study, your attitude in attending the training, and the quality of your presentations
at international conferences, etc. If you are not accompanied by a faculty advisor, your performance will
be evaluated based on the "Implementation Report", the evaluation of your attendance at the training
institute, and the content of the papers you present at international conferences, etc.

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Agreement on the Grading System of the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences,
Tottori University

Approved at the 73rd General Academic Staff Meeting
on 2/13, 2015

(Purpose)
1. This agreement shall stipulate the requirements for grading at the United Graduate School of Agricultural
Sciences (UGSAS), Tottori University.

(Guidelines for Grading)
2. Student academic performance shall be evaluated based on the following guidelines:
Grading should be conducted based on a five-point scale of S, A, B, C, and F. Course credits shall be given
to those students who have passed the course, that is, those who have received a grade of S, A, B, or C.
Credits shall not be given to those students who have received an F grade.

a. The five-point scale shall correspond to the following grade points:
S:90 or higher A:80t089 B:70t079 C:60t069 F:59 orlower

b. The five-point scale shall be basically based on the following criteria:

Grade Criteria
S Academic achievement has reached its attainment goal at a particularly excellent level
A Academic achievement has reached the attainment goal at an excellent level.
B Academic achievement has reached the attainment goal at a good level.
C Academic achievement has reached the attainment goal.
F Academic attainment did not reach the achievement goal.

(Grade Report)
3. Instructors in charge of grading shall report grading results via pre-determined procedures by the designated
date in each term.

(Grade Appeals)

4. After receiving the course grade, if the student finds that either of the following applies to his/her grade,
he/she can lodge an appeal of the instructor’s decision by submitting a Request for Grade Confirmation
form (see separate sheet) within the designated period:

a. In cases where it is obvious that the instructor made a mistake, such as an incorrect grade entry.
b. In cases where in light of the existing grading method and criteria, the given grade is admittedly
questionable.

(Response to Appeals)

5. The Vice Dean of the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences shall be responsible for responding
to student appeals (hereinafter referred to as the “Responsible Person”) and the secretariat of each member
university shall serve as contact points to receive appeals. Students are not allowed to make an appeal
directly to their instructors.

(2) The Responsible Person shall confirm the content of the appeal, have an interview with the student and
the instructor in charge of grading, discuss and coordinate the matter with the committee members of each
member university, and promptly ask the instructor in charge to make a final decision on the grade.
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However, if the Responsible Person decides that the appeal does not fall under the appealable cases
stipulated in the section 4 above, he/she shall inform the student of the decision.

(3) When the instructor in charge of grading is asked to make a final decision on the grade by the Responsible
Person, he/she shall do so within one week.

(4) The Responsible Person shall then confirm the decision of the instructor in charge of grading, interview
him/her as needed for adjustment, and inform the student of the final decision within two weeks following
the date when the appeal was lodged.

When it is difficult to make an adjustment with the instructor in charge of grading, the Dean of UGSAS
shall make the final decision.

(Grade Alterations)

6. When grade alterations are required due to appeals or any other exceptional circumstances, the instructor
in charge of grading shall complete the required procedures at the Academic Affairs Section of UGSAS at
Tottori University.

(Other)
7. For matters necessary for grading other than those stipulated herein, the Meeting of Board of
Representatives and the General Academic Staff Meeting shall deliberate and decide on them.

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Regulations for Course in the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences,
Tottori University

February 15, 2008
Regulations of the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences No.
2

(Purpose)

Article 1. Courses of study in the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences of Tottori University shall
be conducted in accordance with the "Regulations of the Graduate School of Tottori University" (Regulations
of the Graduate School of Tottori University, No. 56, 2004, hereinafter referred to as the "Regulations of the
Graduate School"). Article 1.) The course of study in the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences of
Tottori University shall be governed by the provisions of these regulations in addition to those stipulated in
the following regulations.

(Curriculum)
Article 2. The curricula of each course shall be as shown in the attached table.

(Supervisor)

Article 3. The Dean of the United Graduate School of Agricultural Science (hereinafter referred to as "Dean
of the United Graduate School") shall appoint a major supervisor and a sub supervisor for each admitted
student.

(2) The major supervisor shall provide guidance and advice to the student in the completion of class subjects
and the preparation of the dissertation.

(3) The sub supervisor shall be two faculty members.

(Course study)
Article 4. Students shall take a total of 14 or more credits, including 11 credits of required subjects. However,
students may not take subjects in other courses.

(Notification of Courses of Study)

Article 5. Students shall, by the end of the first month of each academic year, under the guidance of their
major supervisor, complete a Course Registration Form and submit it to the Dean of the United Graduate
School.

(Research Guidance)

Article 6. The major supervisor should have the student fill out the necessary items on the guidance plan and
guidance report form and submit them to the Dean of the United Graduate School by the designated date each
academic year.

(Approval of credits)
Article 7. Credit accreditation for class subjects shall be determined separately.

(Approval of previously earned credits)

Article 8. The credits earned by a student admitted to the Graduate School of International Education as
stipulated in Article 27 of the Graduate School Regulations shall be approved by the department to which the
student belongs, based on the application for approval of credits already earned, the transcripts and syllabus
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submitted by the student in the attached form, after a preliminary review by the course to which the student
belongs. The Graduate School Committee will review the application in advance and approve the credits.
(2) Of the number of credits for courses certified as having been completed pursuant to the preceding
paragraph, not more than 10 credits may be approved as the number of credits for courses that are
requirements for course completion as stipulated in Article 4.

(Shortened Period of enrollment)

Article 9. In cases where credits earned before entering this graduate school are deemed to have been earned
in this graduate school in accordance with Article 27 of the Graduate School Regulations, and the student is
deemed to have completed part of the educational program of this graduate school by earning the credits, the
student may be deemed to have attended this graduate school for a period not exceeding one year in
accordance with Article 33-2 of the Graduate School Regulations.

(2) The approval of the period during which a student may be deemed to have been enrolled in the Graduate
School pursuant to the preceding paragraph shall be made by the Graduate School Committee after a
preliminary examination by the department to which the student belongs

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Regulations on Credit Accreditation of the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences,
Tottori University

February 15, 2008
Regulations of the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences No. 3

Article 1. The number of class hours per credit, which is the basis for credit accreditation of class subjects,
shall be in accordance with the Regulations for Credit Accreditation of Tottori University (Regulations of
Tottori University No. 2, 1993).

Article 2. Credits shall be granted based on written examinations, papers, reports, etc. on the class subjects
taken.

Article 3. Credits shall be awarded on a 100-point scale, with a score of 60 or higher being considered a
passing grade.

2. Grades are graded on the basis of S, A, B, C, and F. S is 90 points or above, A is 80 to 89 points, B is 70 to
79 points, and C is 60 to 69 points, C: 60 to 69 points, and F: 59 points or less.

Article 4. In principle, regular examinations shall be held at the end of each semester.

Article 5. Students who are unable to take the regular examinations mentioned in the preceding article due to
illness or other special circumstances may take a follow-up examination.

2 Those who wish to take a follow-up examination must submit an application for a follow-up examination
to the Dean of the Graduate School as soon as possible after the examination with the approval of the instructor
in charge of the class concerned.

3 The credit for a student who has taken a follow-up examination shall be deemed to have been granted when
the score is submitted by the teacher in charge of the class concerned.

Students who have studied for 2 years and 8 months or over in UGSAS (In the case of those who are
deemed to have been enrolled for the period specified by the Graduate School, the period during
which they were deemed to have been enrolled will be included) under tuition for the doctor's
program and get more than 14 credits.

Students who have studied more than 1 year and 8 months and achieve very high standards in their
research activities and are recommended by their major supervisors.

Applicants who had left UGSAS with completion of three or more years in UGSAS and obtainment
of at least 14 credits including 11 credits of required subjects under necessary supervision. Doctoral
dissertation application must be submitted within three years from the date of having left UGSAS.

In addition to the qualifications for submission in (D, @ and (@ above, the applicant must have
two or more academic papers related to the doctoral dissertation in Japanese or English published in
academic journals issued by the professional societies.
If the academic paper is a co-authored paper, the applicant must be a first author and the co-author(s)
must not have applied for the doctoral dissertation to any university in the past.
The Academic papers can include one that was published two years before entering the UGSAS ,
but it is limited to one that forms part of a dissertation.
The Academic papers may include one with equally contributed authors by submitting a statement
of reasons (optional form) and obtaining approval from the Graduate School Committee, but it is
limited to that which forms part of a dissertation. Here, there are no restrictions on the number of
first authors or the order of authorship of the applicants in academic papers with equally contributed
authors.

(DIf it is approved that the full text of the doctoral dissertation will not be published on the Internet within
one year from the date of conferral of the degree, one copy of the bound copy must be submitted one
week prior to the degree conferral ceremony after successful completion of the examination. The

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VI Dissertation Defense
Only doctoral dissertation that satisfy all of the evaluation items of ‘Doctoral Dissertation Defense
Criteria for the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences, Tottori University’ can be accepted as
dissertations.
In principle, the defense should be an open oral examination related to the content of the dissertation,
held at the participating university to which major supervisor is affiliated.
Candidates will be informed the date and time of the defense on the website of the UGSAS.
(1) Course Doctoral
An oral or written examination related to the dissertation should be carried out to ascertain that the
candidate has a wide knowledge.
(2) Dissertation Doctorate
An oral or written examination should be carried out to ascertain that the candidate has a wide
knowledge of the specialized field, equal to or exceeding the level of students who obtain the doctoral
degree after completing the doctoral course. Content of this examination should cover subjects related
to the content of the dissertation. In this case, candidates should also prove proficiency in one foreign
language (by describing method).

VII Submission of dissertation after dissertation and final examinations
The full text of the doctoral dissertation (in PDF format) and one copy (or two copies if the UGSAS
approves the request not to publish the full text on the Internet within a year after the date of conferment
of a doctoral degree.) of the bound—cover PhD dissertation should be submitted to the UGSAS, at least
one week before the doctoral degree conferment ceremony.
In addition, if the summary of the doctoral dissertation is published within three months after
the date of conferment of a doctoral degree and part thereof is omitted for certain reasons, the
summary of the doctoral dissertation (Form No. 13: in MS Word format) should also be
submitted.
In addition, if the abstract of the doctoral dissertation (Form No. 14: in PDF format) is
published under unavoidable circumstances, the abstract of the doctoral dissertation (Form No.
14: in PDF format) should also be submitted.

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Doctoral Dissertation Examination Criteria for the United Graduate School of Agricultural
Sciences, Tottori University

Review System

The examination of doctoral dissertations shall be conducted in a rigorous and fair manner by an examining
committee, which is comprised of one chief examiner and four assistant examiners, in an open examination
meeting,

Evaluation Items
1. Significance of the research theme

The dissertation should clearly present the research theme based on the accumulation of past research in
Agriculture and other related fields. It can be deemed significant as an academic paper in terms of novelty,
originality and applicability.

2. Understanding and presentation of previous research

The author quotes appropriate materials and literature of previous research properly in the pursuit of the
research theme; has an accurate understanding of the materials and literature used and has evaluated them
properly; and cites the materials and literature of previous research properly when developing arguments.

3. Publication of academic papers that form the basis of the dissertation

The content of “academic papers published in academic journals, which form the basis of the dissertation”
as provided for in Articles 2 and 6 of the Rules for Dissertations, the United Graduate School of Agricultural
Sciences, Tottori University, should be included in the dissertation.

4. Validity of research methods

The materials and references, which are adopted to pursue the research theme, as well as the research
methods used in experiments, surveys and analyses, should be appropriate. In particular, the author should
adopt research methods while giving due consideration to research ethics and safety in the implementation of
the research.

5. Scientific validity of the argumentation method and the conclusion
The point of any argument should be developed in a clear, empirical and logical manner throughout the
paper from the presentation of the point to the conclusion.

6. Format and style of the dissertation
Wording and text representation should be accurate and consistent. The dissertation should follow the rules

for the style of academic papers, including how to cite literature and present charts.

Evaluation Criteria
Only those papers that satisfy all of the above evaluation items (#1 to #6) can be accepted as dissertations.
